


“I have referred to Morgan’s old veterans, called themselves, ‘The Dutch Mess’. They

consisted of Peter Lauck, John Schultz, Grim, Kurtz, Sperry and Heiskell; the last named in
Hampshire County, the first five preserved to extreme old age—Christian men, and have
left large and reputable families of their descendents.
**Adam Kurtz is the only one of many Morgan Riflemen mentioned as such by Mr.
William Greenway Russell in the text of “What I Know About Winchester”, whom he
identifies, by name as a member of “The Dutch Mess”, See page 35 of Volume II
Winchester-Frederick County Historical Papers.

John Schultz, the smallest and weakest member of the company, was to be the last
survivor, dying Nov. 5, 1840, at the age of 87.
